Explanation of the Scope of the work for

Front Exterior Mostly

1. BAY WINDOW: The Bay window was separating from the house. It rested on
two beams crossed under the bay. The window was jacked up almost 1.5". A
foundation was poured, then cinder blocked, then bricked with old brick | had in
the back from the house. The windows have straightened themselves out. The
roof was leaking where the window met the wall. Therefore some siding will be
replaced, new flashing and all of the old trim on the window will be repaired and
the old windows put in working order and the broken glass on some repaired.
There is a leak in the dining room from the window that will be fixed as a
consequence and the window above the bay window will get a new curved
aluminum cap. Preventing water from continuing to enter.

2. BALCONIES: Next most pressing issue are the two Juliette balconies on the
front of the Tower. The balustrade and posts are rotted. The platforms had been
repaired in 2012 and are still good. With the exception of the balusters all else
remains the same. The posts, and balustrade will all be versatex. The
gingerbread on the columns will be removed, preserved and placed on the
columns as before.

3. FRONT PORCH COLUMNS: Some brick repair work will be done on the two
front porches to add another layer of brick to widen the platform to allow for four
new Versatex recessed columns. A column on the 2™ front porch is already
rotten. The column size will change from the now skinny 5” columns to a new
beefed up 8” recessed column with Caps and Bases. (See photos). This will
make a more pleasing and proportionate column to porch size.

4. NEW FRONT DOORS FOR BOTH PORCHES: New front double door, to
replace door presently there replaced in 2012. Sidelights disappear. There is a
new front door being replaced on the 2" porch as well. (See RBS quote.) Both
new doors are Mahogany and better suited to the original front doors and design
of the house. (See photos of the original front door). The entire 2™ porch and
the door were put on the house in the 1940s by Dr. Tuthill to make a second
entrance for the Doctor’s office. (See RBS quote and door design.)

5. ROOFING: The Bay window roof and the two front porches will get new roofing.
They will be covered in lighter grey standing seam, low profile roofing. The
roofing will be metal, imitating the original zinc style of the original roofing. All
three roofs matching.



6. TWO FRONT WINDOWS: The two windows in between the two front doors are
to be replaced with floor to ceiling double hung 2/2 windows. Those being
replaced are not the original house windows, but were modified and changed in
1940 by Dr. Tuthill. While they are not really operational from the inside, the
chains and cords have been replaced with a strange 1950s mechanism that
doesn’t work, and they are a bit damaged and they leak when it rains. Taking the
windows to the floor will most closely replicate what the two original windows
were when they sat on the front porch. (Please see RBS window description and
original house photo)

7. PAINTING: The house will be painted, the front and south side, mostly only. God
willing, once recovered from the cost, the north and back of the home will be
painted, guessing in a year. Mostly same colors, just painting different things
different colors and the white trim will be warmed up a bit.

8. ROT: All rot replaced as it is uncovered.

9. SPRINKER SYSTEM: Installed front only.
